Design: This lovely flock of ‘Hungarian fan birds’ represent colored and natural- 
colored birds. Each fan bird is made from one-piece-of-wood. The wings are 
interlocked to form one fan. Their tails (hidden from view) are interlocked to 
create another single fan and are supporting the birds for this photo.

Their tails are interlocked to create another 
single fan. Notice the elegant detail by adding a v-scorp line (nicks or small cuts) on 
the edges of each feather in the wings and tail.
